TIME CAPSULE

Recently Havant Borough Council requested to use the school as a polling station for the Combined European parliamentary and County Council elections on Thursday 4 June.  The Governing Body refused this request as it raises concerns about child protection issues when allowing strangers onto our site.  Also the Governing Body did not wish to disrupt the children’s education and inconvenience the parents of the school.  However, Havant Borough Council have insisted that the school host the elections and have quoted the European Parliamentary Election Rules with which the school has to comply, therefore the school will be closed on Thursday 4 June and the hall will be used as a polling station.
