Who is Rex Retriever?

Rex Retriever is the clever canine who helps with reading content
domain 2b:

Retrieve and record information/identify key details from

fiction and non-fiction.

This means that he is there to help you find key pieces of
information within the text you are reading.

He helps you do this by looking through the text for a
specific answer.

With Rex Retriever questions, the answer you are looking for
is always in the text somewhere...you just have to find and
retrieve it!

What sort of questions might Rex Retriever ask?

Rex Retriever will always ask questions which involve you finding the answer within
the text. The questions will often start with who, what, where, why or when? He has
been known to ask:

Which paragraph tells us ?

Who are the key characters in the book?
Who is telling the story? How do you know?

«  What does the word mean?

Where/when is the story set? How do you know?

Can you find and copy a word or phrase that tells us how the character is feeling?
