	St Alban’s Curriculum Intent Statement

	At St Albans CofE, we use the Language Angels scheme to provide a broad, engaging, and ambitious foreign languages curriculum that inspires pupils through a variety of topics and themes. Our approach is rooted in the school’s core values of Love, Courage, and Fellowship, which shape a supportive, confident, and collaborative learning environment.
Through Love, pupils develop a genuine appreciation for languages and cultures, fostering empathy and respect. With Courage, they are encouraged to take risks and embrace challenges, building confidence in speaking, listening, reading, and writing without fear of mistakes. Fellowship nurtures teamwork and shared success, helping pupils form meaningful connections that extend beyond the classroom.
We hold high expectations so that all pupils achieve their full potential and are motivated to continue studying languages beyond Key Stage 2. The curriculum is reviewed annually to ensure it remains dynamic, relevant, and aligned with national DfE requirements, enabling progressive development of language knowledge and skills each year. The four key skills — listening, speaking, reading, and writing — are taught alongside age-appropriate grammar. Pupils will build a personal reference library to support their independent learning and recall of prior knowledge.
Our intent is for all pupils to develop curiosity, enjoyment, and respect for other cultures, deepening their understanding of identity and the wider world. Guided by Love, Courage, and Fellowship, we aim to nurture confident, compassionate, and collaborative global citizens who become lifelong language learners.

	Working as Linguists, pupils will:
· Engage actively in language learning through the use of song, stories, role-play and interactive games to practice key vocabulary and phrases
· Develop listening skills through exposure to native speaker recording and classroom instructions in the target language
· Build confidence with speaking aloud in chosen language
· Aim to write short words and phrases from memory, progressing towards simple sentences with support
· Explore the links between English and the chosen language being taught 
· Learn about cultures and countries where the language is spoken, fostering curiosity and respect for others
	· Corresponding MFL units of learning with Learning Quest questions
· Integrating cross-curricular links where suitable, particularly with subjects such as Geography, History and PSHE.
· End quest with an exciting Learning Quest celebration to parents

	Teaching approach: non-negotiables for teachers

	Active: Pupils should be actively engaged in their learning. In MFL, this might look like using songs, games and role-play to encourage pupil participation to aid memory and language retention.
Constructive: Pupils will build on prior knowledge by revisiting vocabulary and phrases, having opportunity to exercise this learning through speaking, listening, reading and writing.
Intentional: Language learning should be purposefully, finding opportunities to speak and model correct MFL speaking and writing and providing pupils will the chance to have a go themselves.
Authentic: Finding opportunities to link MFL to pupils own personal lives, context, cultures. Also using this as an opportunity to educate pupils on cultures, people and languages different from that that they are familiar to.
Collaborative: Opportunity to peer review to support children with SEND and those below ARE.  Teachers have access to information regarding the barriers for these children. Use questioning to prompt pupils to think through the problems they might encounter and to share strategies to solve them.
Subject Specific: Model and use the four key skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing, ensuring to include high-quality teaching of grammar. Including opportunities to find links to grammar and syntax of chosen language and English. 



	Implementation

	All classes at St Albans CofE access a high-quality foreign languages curriculum through the Language Angels scheme. This well-planned programme develops pupils’ skills through progressive, weekly lessons in Key Stage 2, grounded in our core values of Love, Courage, and Fellowship.
· Love: We inspire a genuine passion for languages and cultures, fostering empathy and appreciation for diversity.
· Courage: Pupils are encouraged to take risks, speak confidently, and view mistakes as valuable learning steps.
· Fellowship: We promote collaboration, support, and shared success, creating a caring and inclusive learning community.
Children progressively build vocabulary, grammar, and communication skills through age-appropriate topics. Teachers plan lessons with clear progression and differentiation, guided by the Language Angels Teaching Types:
· Early Language (introductory, ideal for Year 3),
· Intermediate (expanding vocabulary and grammar for Years 4–5), and
· Progressive/Creative Curriculum (advanced, for Year 6).
Lessons, lasting 30–45 minutes, develop listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills with increasing fluency. Grammar is introduced gradually and revisited through structured Progression Maps and Grammar Grids, helping pupils create accurate and confident responses. Units link to wider curriculum themes, supporting cross-curricular learning and retention. Teachers track pupil progress twice yearly across all four skills, using assessments to inform future planning. A whole-school Unit Planner ensures consistency and progression, while interactive materials, differentiated tasks, and homework opportunities cater for all abilities. Beyond lessons, enrichment activities—such as cultural assemblies, traditional cookery, fashion shows, and national celebration days—bring language learning to life. These experiences embody our values of Love, Courage, and Fellowship, helping pupils grow as confident, curious, and culturally aware language learners.

	Impact

	The impact of the French curriculum at St Alban’s CofE is clear in pupils’ engagement, progress, and enjoyment of language learning. Evidence from pupil voice shows children enjoy speaking and listening activities, particularly when supported by phonics, visuals, and small-group work. Assessment tracking demonstrates measurable progress in listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills across Key Stage 2, while book looks and vocabulary journals show consolidation of key language knowledge. Lesson observations and classroom environments reveal high levels of participation, collaboration, and use of French in meaningful contexts, reflecting the values of Love, Courage, and Fellowship.
The curriculum supports personal growth, with pupils taking responsibility for their learning, setting goals, reflecting on progress, and gaining independence and confidence. Christian values are embedded, promoting respect, teamwork, and kindness in collaborative activities. Governors evaluate subject leadership through the Governor Monitoring Plan and Subject Leader Reports, ensuring that teaching and learning are consistently strong and that pupils are well prepared for the next stage of their education. Overall, pupils leave Key Stage 2 equipped with strong language skills, cultural awareness, and the confidence to continue as lifelong language learners.
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
