	Intention

	As a Church of England school, our Christian character is at the heart of our curriculum. It is a fundamental principle that all our pupils learn from and about religion, so that they can make sense of the world around them. Through Religious Education, we want our pupils to develop their knowledge, understanding and appreciation of faith, in local, national and wider global community contexts. 
As a result, they will be enabled to become independent and responsible members of a society who understand and explore big questions about life. We want pupils to know what people believe and the difference this makes to how they live their lives so that they can develop their own beliefs, values and identity. It is our intent, through religious education, that pupils leave our school with a growing understanding and respect for faiths, and an awareness of the beliefs, values and the traditions of others. This will enable them to make informed, reasoned and respectful choices in their own lives and to make a positive difference in God’s world.

Through the Learning Journey steps of the ‘Cycle of Enquiry’ pupils will:

Communicate
Discuss and explore, in different ways, their own experience of a concept.

Apply
Children begin to develop awareness of the experience of others, beginning with those in their class. 

Inquire
Think more deeply about the concept and explore a definition of it. Here, the vocabulary is explored in the context of religious traditions and practises

Contextualise
Explore the concept through the lived experience of a religious tradition or way of life and the impact this has on the lives of the believers.

Evaluate
Consider why the concept is important in the context of the religious traditions explored – discerning the value for believers. Secondly, discern the importance of the concept for themselves.



	Pupils learn through an enquiry-based process which is driven by concepts. These are referred to as ‘big ideas’.

Each concept is explored through the Living Difference ‘Cycle of Enquiry’:

1. Communicate
2. Apply
3. Inquire
4. Contextualise
5. Evaluate

6 units = 6 hrs per unit (2 sessions at the Contextualise Step)
KS2: 45hrs

	We follow the Hampshire agreed syllabus for RE: Living Difference IV
This is supported by the key resource Understanding Christianity produced by The Church of England Education Office.

RE is taught in half termly blocks to allow for consistency of learning. 

Taking into account the legal requirements for RE and the Agreed Syllabus, the following pattern of study has been selected:
EYFS & KS1: Christianity and Judaism (and an overview study of a Dharmic tradition)
· Y3 & 4:         Christianity and Hindu traditions (with a recap on Judaism to deepen understanding)
· Y5 & 6:         Christianity, Islamic and Humanism traditions

The long-term overview for each year group shows our Core Values of Love, Courage and Fellowship golden threads

Medium Term Plans
All units of study have a medium-term plan in place that can be adapted to meet the needs of the cohort. 

Living Difference Units
Teachers should demonstrate fidelity to the cycle of enquiry. 

Understanding Christianity Units
Understanding Christianity content should be carefully planned into a cycle of enquiry so that fidelity to the cycle can be maintained. The core knowledge ‘building blocks’ must also be identified on the plan.  At the start of a UC unit, share the relevant panel from ‘The Big Frieze’. 

Links with Spiritual, Moral, Social and Cultural Development
These should be explicitly detailed on the medium-term plan.

Learning Journeys
EYFS, Y1 and Y2 record RE journeys in ‘floor books’ which showcase children's conceptual understanding, their questions and comments to inform their learning journey. 
In Years 3-6 pupils have an individual learning book that moves with them throughout the school. This enables them to see the progress they are making and to refer back to previous learning in order to deepen their understanding as concepts are revisited.

SEND
In order to provide equality of opportunity in RE, pupils are offered a variety of ways in which to respond and demonstrate their thinking and knowledge. This is to ensure that pupils are not hindered by literacy skills in particular. Where appropriate, pupils who may encounter difficulty receive pre-teaching, for the understanding of vocabulary required to access age-related expectations. 

Teaching and Learning Approaches
Please refer to the Teaching and Learning Policy for further details of how we engage our pupils in learning in RE, and beyond. Teachers, when bringing children and young people to attend in different ways, will be stimulating and engaging in order to provide children and young people with opportunities to access religious education. Teachers’ knowledge of children and young peoples’ individual needs will guide appropriate use of teaching resources.
A range of strategies to ensure inclusive teaching of religious education might include:
· use of artefacts, big books, posters, DVDs and artwork
· use of art and craft to enable children to express their ideas
· use of food and cooking
· music to create an atmosphere or for expression of ideas and emotions
· visual and tactile stimuli which contribute towards a stimulating sensory environment
· visiting speakers – ensure prior briefing as to children’s capabilities, delivery, etc
· visits, eg to places of worship, museums or art galleries
· use of drama, role play, gesture or dance
· use of ICT, eg digital cameras, tablets, interactive whiteboards and websites.

· Christians celebrate Pentecost as the beginning of the Church.

Incarnation  UC unit (from Y4): Children will know-
· Christians believe God is Trinity: Father, Son and Holy Spirit
· Christians believe The Father creates; he sends the Son who saves his people; the Son sends the Holy Spirit to his followers
· Christians find that understanding God is challenging; people spend their whole lives learning more and more about God
· Christians really want to try to understand God better and so try to describe God using symbols, similes and metaphors, in song, story, poems and art
· Christians worship God as Trinity. It is a huge idea to grasp and Christians have created art to help to express this belief
· Christians believe the Holy Spirit is God’s power at work in the world and in their lives today, enabling them to follow Jesus

Salvation UC unit: Children will know – 
· Christians read the ‘big story’ of the Bible as pointing out the need for God to save people. This salvation includes the ongoing restoration of humans’ relationship with God
· The Gospels give accounts of Jesus’ death and resurrection
· The New Testament says that Jesus’ death was somehow ‘for us’
· Christians interpret this in a variety of ways: for example, as a sacrifice for sin; as a victory over sin, death and the devil; paying the punishment as a substitute for everyone’s sins; rescuing the lost and leading them to God; leading from darkness to light.
· Christians remember Jesus’ sacrifice through the service of Holy Communion (also called the Lord’s Supper, the Eucharist or the Mass)
· Christians believe that Jesus calls them to sacrifice their own needs to the needs of others, and some are prepared to die for others and for their faith.

What does Greater Depth look like?

It is expected that all children will be able to reach ARE within Religious Education unless there are very specific Special Needs.
Each unit of RE will be assessed summatively at the point of teaching. As children move through the school and encounter the same concepts, the number of pupils able to demonstrate greater depth should show a steady increase. This will be characterised by the following key indicators:
