We will learn about the Battle of Britain and how this affects the overall outcome of the war. We will investigate the impact of the Blitz on people’s lives and our local area and evaluate the effectiveness of primary sources.
Safeguarding

What are we hiding from?


English
Using the Short film Alma and the text 'Letters from the Lighthouse,' we will explore concepts of mystery and suspense narratives and narratives within the context of World War II. We will continue to learn new grammatical terms and use them in our writing.


PE
As athletes, we will refine hockey skills in dribbling, passing, and defense for tournament play. In gymnastics, we will develop rolls, counterbalance, and jumps, exploring height and performance tools.


Music
As musicians, we will improve pitch accuracy and control, identifying notes within an octave and building confidence in harmony. We will use these skills to learn and perform popular World War II songs and explore key singers from the era.


DT
As designers we will design and build models of Anderson shelters using wood and cardboard. This will help us understand both historical context and the practical skills of designing and constructing models.


Computing
As computing technicians, we will explore variables in Scratch programming through games. We will create a scoreboard, experiment with existing projects, modify them, and design our own games, applying what we have learnt to improve them. 


PHSE
This half term, we will focus on being responsible citizens. We will explore human rights, democracy, and environmental issues related to food. We will also learn how to care for others, recognise discrimination and prejudice, and value diversity.


RE 
As theologians, we will explore the meaning and significance of rituals like wudu and Eid-ul-Fitr for Muslims, evaluate their value, and reflect on personal responses. We will also consider how our ideas influence our behavior in rituals.


French
As multilinguists, we will learn to present ourselves in French, focusing on asking questions, giving accurate replies, and using grammar to create sentences with personal details such as name, age, location, and nationality.


Maths
As mathematicians we will consolidate our learning from the Autumn term and cover new units on: ratio, algebra and decimals as well as fractions, decimals and percentage equivalents.


Science
As scientists, we will study inherited and environmental characteristics in humans and other species. We will learn how Darwin and Wallace developed their theories through observations, model finch variation and natural selection, and explore fossil evidence supporting evolution.
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
