What journey shall we go on?


English
Using the text Letters from the Lighthouse and Shackleton's Journey  we will explore ideas of formaily in our writing along with bias within the context of journeys. We will continue to learn new grammatical terms and use them in our writing.


PE
As athletes we will develop our skill of passing, throwing and sportsmanship through  tag rugby. In gymnastics, we will continue to develop rolls, counterbalance, and jumps, exploring height and performance tool


Music
As musicians, we will explore and create programmatic soundscapes inspired by Vivaldi’s The Four Seasons: Winter, focusing on melody, harmony, and structure. We will use stave and graphic notation to record and perform our music, and listen to and appraise Baroque music and each other’s performances.


DT (Linked to Computing)
As designers, we will use a design brief and  Mico:bits to design, make and evaluate a step counter. We develop our design using CAD and explore how 3D printing works.


Computing (Linked to DT)
As computing technicians we will explore and use Micro:bits. We will design, build, and test programs, culminating in a project to create their own micro:bit-based step counter.


PHSE
This half term, we will focus on being responsible citizens. We will explore human rights, democracy, and environmental issues related to food. We will also learn how to care for others, recognise discrimination and prejudice, and value diversity


RE 
As theologians, we will explore the concept of resurrection withing the Easter story. We will consider the question what difference does the resurrection make to Christians and think about how Easter is marked by Christians.


French
As multilinguists, we will learn 10 phrases for weekend activities, extend our skills in telling the time and giving opinions/justifications, and be able to discuss our weekend plans in more detailed, personalised ways.


Maths
As mathematicians, we will focus on revising topics of place value, addition, subtraction, multiplication, division, fractions, percentages and ratio. We will continue to learn about position and direct and properties of shape in geometry.


Science
As scientists we will learn Exploring the heart and circulatory system through models and enquiries and considering how lifestyle choices affect our health.
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
