	Shadow Hunt: Go on a walk around your home or garden and take photos or draw pictures of different shadows you can find.
	Shadow Diary: Track your shadow at different times of the day and record how its size and direction change.

	
	Mirror Magic: Use a small mirror to reflect sunlight around a room and record how you can change the direction of the light beam.
	Shadow Puppet Design: Design your own animal shadow puppet, thinking about the shape and details that will show up best in a shadow.

	
	Light and Dark Animal Research: Choose a nocturnal animal to research and create a fact file explaining how it survives at night.
	Transparent or Opaque Test: Collect different materials and test which ones let light through, then sort them into transparent, translucent, and opaque groups.

	
	Create a Mini Shadow Theatre: Make a small stage using a cardboard box and white paper, ready for your shadow puppets.
	Reflective Hunt: Find and list objects in your home that reflect light well (like a spoon or foil) and explain why.

	
	Torch Experiment: Use a torch to test how moving the light closer or further away from an object changes the shadow size.
	Shadow Puppet Performance: Put on a short shadow puppet show for your family, using what you’ve learned about light and shadows to create clear effects.
