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We will learn key water safety skills like staying close to adults, spotting warning signs and never swimming alone. We’ll also cover sun safety, including wearing hats, using sunscreen and staying hydrated.
Trip
We are very excited to go on a trip to the Titanic museum in Southampton. We will have a chance to see the artefacts on display, have a workshop to consolidate our knowledge of the event and even try on outfits from the time period.

Outdoor Learning
Year 2 will continue to take care of our school grounds. We will weed, plant seeds, water and nurture our growing plants.

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	Maths
Know the 2, 5 and 10 x tables and division facts by the end of Year 2 to be ready for KS2. Play this game to help you.

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	Learning Quest – History
Create a fact file about the Titanic. You could include what it was like for the different classes onboard, the clothing they wore in 1912, the events leading up to the sinking and any other interesting facts that you come across.
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	Learning Quest – Art
Practise your sketching skills by drawing something that interests you. 
Remember to start off by keeping your pencil strokes very light so you can easily make changes. You can keep it black and white or add colour with pencils, paint or chalks.
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What happened to the Titanic?
In this history led quest, we will explore a significant historical event beyond living memory that happened in our locality. We will consider what life was like in 1912 and explore the lives of people aboard the Titanic (rich and poor). As historians, we will use simple historical sources such as photos, passenger lists and diary extracts. 



English 
As readers we will use non-fiction texts to find out about the Titanic. We will also look at stories to enable us to see this event through different perspectives. The tale of 'Samson's Titanic Journey' will help us to write our own recount as if we were on the Titanic on the day that it sank.  Later in the half term, we will also look at 'Saving the Butterfly', where we will use the story to inspire our own poetry.


Computing 
This unit builds on Year 1 ScratchJr learning. We'll explore how command sequences create outcomes, make predictions and follow simple designs. Then we can create and improve our own quiz questions using code blocks in ScratchJr, review and edit to make them better.


Personal Development
Our journey with My Happy Mind will continue as we learn more about how our brain works. A focus on resilience and self esteem will enable us to feel ready for our next big step - transition to Key Stage 2!


PE
In PE, Year 2 will be getting ready for Sports Day with excitement and energy. We will practise skills needed for races, learn how to be a good team player and cheer each other on. It's all about taking part and trying our best. It's a true celebration of being healthy together!


Music
As musicians, we will listen to and respond to music played on the Titanic, such as 'Songe d'Automne' and 'Nearer, My God, to Thee'. We'll explore how the music reflects the era and atmosphere, expressing thoughts through discussion, movement, drawing or writing.


Maths 
As mathematicians we will secure the methods we know for the four operations of addition, subtraction, multiplication and division so that we are ready to move on to working with 3-digit numbers in Year 3. We will also consolidate our knowledge on fractions, shape and measure.








Art
As artists, we will use a range of skills such as sketching, painting and sculpture to develop ideas inspired by the Titanic. We'll explore scenes from the ship by looking 'through the port hole'. 





RE
As theologians, we will focus on the Christian Creation Story. We will look at what creation means and the events of each of the seven days.
