	Learning Quest – Science
Grow a plant from a seed or bulb at home and make a note of the different stages of its life cycle.
Look out for these stages:

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Does chocolate grow on trees?
In this Design and Technology led quest, we will explore nutrition and food by designing and making a healthy wrap. We'll research ingredients, practise safe food handling and evaluate the final product based on taste, presentation, and health benefits.



English 
Our writing will take a very descriptive direction as we enter the world of Roald Dahl. We will discuss characters and settings, to develop ideas for our own descriptive writing. We’ll focus on using adjectives to add detail (linked to expanded noun phrases) and practise writing clearly in both the past and present tense. There will be lots of reading aloud to develop expression. 



Computing and Music
As musicians we will listen to and compare different pieces of music and how they make us feel. The children will then create their own music digitally and non-digitally, looking at patterns and the emotions they can create. We will have a focus on rhythm and creating a melody to go with it.


Personal Development
In this unit, Y2 will develop an understanding of economic well being and the importance of money! We'll think about 'wants and needs' in order to learn how to prioritise spending.  


PE
In PE we will be developing our racquet skills and playing against a partner. We will also be learning African style dance moves, focussing on moving to a beat with energy. This will result in a group dance that will be performed to an audience.


Geography
To support our inquiry question, we will learn about Ghana as it is one of the world's leading cocoa producing countries. We will look at geographical differences such as land use, weather and how people live.


Maths 
As mathematicians we will secure the methods we know for the four operations of addition, subtraction, multiplication and division in the context of money.  We will also revisit finding fractions of shapes and learn how to find fractions of quantities. 








Science
As scientists, we will observe and describe how seeds and bulbs grow into mature plants. Through a simple experiment, we'll find out and describe how plants need water, light, and a suitable temperature to grow and stay healthy.





RE
As theologians, we will explore the Jewish faith, looking specifically at what makes a synagogue special. We will use storytelling, practical activities and images to discover the features of a synagogue and what a typical Jewish service looks like.
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
