English                                                                  As linguists, we will dive into the story Man on the Moon: A Day in the Life of Bo to inspire our own writing. We will learn how to write in the first person and create a diary entry describing an exciting day trip to the Moon. We will also explore poetry by learning and performing a poem about an astronaut’s adventure in outer space. Later, we will enjoy The Snowman by Raymond Briggs and use it to inspire our own narrative writing, which we will share by reading aloud with expression and confidence.


Science
As scientists, we will explore everyday materials. we will investigate the best materials to create a rocket for Bob to fly to the moon.


Computing
As IT technicians we will learn how to digitally paint using sketchpad. We will use tools such as fill, pen, shape, resize to create space pictures digitally.


PSHE
We will continue our discussions about famiilies and then move on to learn about health and wellbeing and the different things we can do to stay healhty and protected.


PE
As atheletes, we are going to learn how to dance in space. We will look at how we can move, the sequences we can create and use beat and rhythm to dance to music.
We will also learn how to send and recieve balls. We will look at throwing and catching positions.



RE
In RE we are going to learn about different Journeys and their endings. We will tell the story of Mary and Joseph's journey to Bethlehem and what made the Journey so special for Christians. 



Maths
As mathematicians we will be learning how to add and subtract numbers. We will explore different methods as well as writing number sentences.
