Where does the road lead? 


English
Using the text 'The Roman Soldier's Handbook' we will create  a non-chronological report about a chosen aspect of Roman life. We will then be writing a persausive speech about whether we should rebuild Pompeii after the eruption of Mount Vesuvius. 


Geography
As Geographers we will be describe and understand key aspects of human geography including types of settlement and land use, economic activity including trade links. As well as looking at physical features such as volcanoes.


History
As  Historians we will be looking back at the lasting impact the Roman invasion had on Britain. We will use texts and artefacts to explore the life of the Romans during this era, as well as key events that took place including the destruction of Pompeii..


Computing
As Computing Technicians we will will create programs by planning, modifying, and testing commands to create shapes and patterns. This unit is the first of the two programming units in Year 4, and looks at repetition and loops within programming. 


Outdoor Wanderer
We will build our 'TEN:TEN FLOURISH' activities by choosing our 'reflection spot' and exploring the link between being outdoors and feeling a spiritual connection.


PSHE
We will be looking at Health & Well-being within ourselves and others. This will include physical, mental and emotional health & Well-being. We will also be exploring Citizenship and what this means.


PE
As Athletes we will be doing some creative PE and developing our analytical and evaluating  skills through gymnastics.
We will also be playing the invasion game of netball. 



RE 
We will be learning about Hinduism with a focus on 'Myth' where we will explore stories and teachings and how this compares to our own Christian stories.


French
As Multilingusts we will be exploring and practising how to talk about our families in French.


Music
As Musicians we will  learning to play the ukulele with Hampshire School Music service.


Maths
As Mathematicians we will be continuing our learning with fractions and geometry. As well as also revisiting number and place value to consolidate our previous learning. We will continue with our multiplication table practice daily.


Art & DT
As Artists we will explore a variety of Roman artworks and mosaics focusing on repeating patterns, colours and motifs. We will then use our findings to create our own relief out of clay. 
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
