Sit down together and watch some of the BBC’s most beautiful, informative programs, e.g. ‘Seven Worlds, One Planet’, ‘Planet Earth’, ‘The Green Planet’, ‘Blue Planet’ and ‘Our Changing World’. Discuss images that amaze and astound you How many habitats have you seen? Did you spot any food chains? What questions do you have about the things you see? Remember these questions or write them down and see if you can answer them after the program. What interesting facts have you discovered? Is there anything you would like to see or anywhere you would like to go when you are older? Write a short summary about your discoveries.




What big teeth you have!? 


English
Using the Michael Morpurgo adaptation of the fairytale of  'Hansel and Gretel,' we will be creating narrative stories. We will look at character development and themes within a traditional tale and the impact of these on the reader. We will then compare these to our second text 'Into the forest' by Anthony Browne.


Geography
As Geographers we will be using our knowledge of  physcial geography to aid our scientific enquiry into where we will find certain types of animals and explore their  food chains in relation to their environment.


Science
As  Scientists we will be exploring the process of digestion in the human body, starting with identifying the different teeth and their functions. We will compare our teeth with those of animals and discover how the flow of energy is transfered via the food chain.


Computing
As Computing Technicians we will using Data Loggers. We will consider how and why data is collected over time. We will explore how computers can use special input devices called sensors to monitor the environment and collect data as well as access data captured over long periods of time.


Outdoor Learning
This half term we will start to explore  our 'TEN:TEN FLOURISH' spiritual activities by using the outdoor space to connect with God and the world around us. We will find our own 'reflection spot' using our designated spirituality area and outside resources.


Personal Development
We will be researching Citizenship and how this is shown both in our school, our local community and the wider world. We will also examine Economic Wellbeing and the impact this has on us.


PE
As Athletes we will be building on our invasion games skills. We will also be continuing with our Gymnastics learning incorporating gym equipment to build routines.



RE 
As Theologians we will be exploring 'Salvation' through the Easter story and understanding the cross as a symbol.


French
As Multilingusts we will  continue learning how to talk about our families and begin to talk about our homes as well.


Music
As Musicians we will  be continuing our learning with Hampshire School Music Service. We will be working towards our end of term concert playing the ukulele


Maths
As Mathematicians we will be building on our mulitiplication and division skills, linking these directly to fractions to support understanding. We will also begin to apply our addition and subtraction skills to statistics.


Art 
As Artists we will be examining scientific drawings and use what we discover to emulate our own drawings of the digestive system.
