English
Using our text driver 'How to Train Your Dragon', we will be writing a continuation of a part of the story. We will be writing in first person narrative prose and focusing on experimenting with clear sentence structure, editing our spelling and punctuation and building our descriptive language.


Geography
As Geographers we will be exploring the similarities, differences and changes in Britain's human geography since the Viking era. This will include settlements and land use and economic activity, including trade links.


DT
As Design Technicians we will be analysing, designing, experimenting, evaluating and adapting our ideas for building a Viking longship.  We will test the strength of our ships at the end of the project to see if they will float!


Computing
As Computing Technicians we will be focusing on photo editing. We will be developing our understanding of how digital images can be changed and edited safely, and how they can then be resaved and reused.


Spirituality
This half term, we will spending time in our outdoor areas spending time in nature and designating areas around our school where we can regulate our emotions and feel calm. We will spend more time trailblazing and taking care of our school grounds.


Personal Development
We will be be learning about Citizenship and economic wellbeing. We will think about how we can use and keep money safe.


PE
As Athletes we will be focusing on athletics in preparation for sports day.We will also be looking at the invasion game of tennis.


RE 
As theologians we will be exploring ritual and Judiasm, thinking about how Jewish people celebrate Sukkot.


French
As Multilingusts we will continue to talk about our family and home and develop our ability to create French sentences.


Music
As Musicians we will  be listening to examples of Viking music and learning Viking Saga Songs. Hampsire School Music Service will be teaching us to play the toots.


Maths
