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We will be learning about online safety, in particular, on-line bullying. 

In DT we will be learning to use tools safely.  

In PSHE we will be focusing on safety and the changing body.
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As scientists, we will be learning about Earth and space.  We will learn to: 
· describe the movement of the Earth and other planets relative to the sun in our solar system.
· describe the movement of the Moon relative to the Earth.
· describe the Sun, Moon and Earth as approximately spherical bodies.
· use the idea of the Earth’s rotation to explain day and night and the apparent movement of the sun across the sky.
